This 

month, I would like to re-

mind members, and in par-

ticular those members who 

fly EI-DJM, the clubõs Piper 

Warrior, that should you 

need to re-fuel the aircraft 

whilst away from Waterford, 

you must only use AVGAS.  

EI-DJM was converted to 

run on MOGAS last year, 

and although the club has its 

own source of ethanol-free 

MOGAS, other clubs and 

facilities in Ireland and in 

other countries cannot guar-

antee that their fuel supplies 

are ethanol-free. 

 

 

As EI-DJM cannot have etha-

nol in its fuel, the safest thing 

to do is to use AVGAS when 

away from base.  

Whenever in doubt, the best 

course of action is to plan 

ahead, and as always, feel 

free to contact myself or 

indeed any of our panel of 

instructors.  

Also, I would like to wel-

come new instructors to our 

panel, namely Andrew 

Power and Sean Slattery, and 

also let you know that I can 

now provide English Lan-

guage Proficiency assess-

ments., which is now a re-

quirement since early March.

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How to do...Haverfordwest  
by Cordula Hansen  

Cordula Hansen recently flew to Haverfordwest for the fist time last week, and writes about how easy 

the trip is, in an attempt to encourage others to follow in her wake.  

As the weather keeps on improving ð what? 30 knot gusts as I type, 

so let's start this again: 

 

When the weather improves, some of our club members will un-

doubtedly plan for some longer trips, possibly even contemplate 
crossing the pond to foreign climes. For most of us, Malaga is a tad 

far, so why not start with Wales. 

 

Haverfordwest is less than an hour's flight time from Waterford, and 

an ideal first call for further travel in the UK. Below is a brief sum-
mary of the necessary planning, paperwork, potentially helpful hints 

and things I would have liked to have known before I got there. 

 

Planning: 

¶ Phone the airfield for PPR on 0044-1437-765283. The 
phone will be answered by the friendliest and most help-

ful person known to the telecomms network. 

¶ File a flight plan, out and return. 

¶ Organise life jackets for the crossing. 

¶ Check weather to see if you're happy with the cloud 
base ð you might want more altitude over water to give 

you better glide distance (which you will not need, be-
cause the engine works fine, right?). Haverfordwest have 

METARs and TAFs from a nearby station, available on 

http://ukga.com/airfield/haverfordwest/weather 

¶ Make sure your VFR chart (or GPS) is current. 

 

 

 

 

Paper work: 

To travel to the UK from Ireland, you must fill in a General Aviation 

Report form (available on the clubõs website) and fax it to the follow-

ing recipients: 

¶ National Customs. Their number is on the GAR form. 

You can also email the information, the address is on the 
instructions accompanying the GAR form as well. They 

need 4 hours notice. 

¶ The local police department, who need 12 hours notice. 

 

Or, when you phone the airfield for PPR, they will probably offer to 
fax the paperwork on to all the appropriate recipients if you give 

them plenty of notice. The fax number for Haverfordwest is 0044-

1437-769246. 

 

Navigation: 

In good visibility, you will be able to see Wales from the Irish coast. 
In bad visibility (we had 6000m on the way over, but clear skies and 

therefore more altitude) the Navigation Aids are reassuring to say 

the least! 

Near Fishguard (10nm or so north of EGFE) is the Strumble VOR, 

STU 113.1. 

Tune in and follow the 267  radial to, or on the way back, from the 

VOR to bring you to Carnsore point. 

 

En-route you will have to talk to Shannon, then London Information, 
before changing to Haverfordwest Radio. You will be asked for an 

estimate to the FIR boundary by Shannon and London respectively. 

 

West of the EGFE are two disused airfields, St. David's and Brawdy. 

Unfortunately they look about as disused as the average Irish airfield 
ð very tempting to shoot an approach into Brawdy, especially as it has 

roads nearby, making it look busy. However, EGFE is the only field 
with an NDB, so if you don't know the area, follow the needle on 

328. Saved me a bit of embarassment the last time! 

 

If you're nervous about flying over water, why not plot your òCritical 
Pointó, or Point of Equal Time ð this will tell you if (in case of engine 

trouble, which you will not have anyway) it takes less time to reach 
land by continuing on your track, or if it is 

quicker to turn around and go back. 

 

 

 

 

 

Airfield: 

 

¶ It's air/ground radio only, so no clearances available. 
Although they do issue them occasionally for some rea-

son. 

¶ RWY 09 slopes downwards. Noticeably so, not that 
that's mentioned in the Pooley's... Don't flare to high, 

like myself and about four other pilots did ð in the space 

of 30 minutes. 

¶ The airfield has a lovely outdoor seating area from which 

to watch other pilots flare too high. 

¶ Greasy spoon is attached to said seating area, if you 

fancy a full fry for £3.50. Alliterations are free with that. 

¶ You can get duty-free Avgas ð ask for fuel when phoning 

for PPR to get instructions on how to pay £1.30 per litre 
instead of ú2.60. I didn't because Mogas was still cheaper, 

but maybe your engine likes a little treat... 

 

That's about all I can remember ð it's a lovely trip to fly, and you'll get 

to say òWe went to Wales for tea this afternoonó.
